“Traveling the country painting murals
puts me inside Bradley Airport more times than not. It will be nice to see a piece of my artin there
for all to enjoy.”

The inspiration for the murals comes from landscapes and imagery that represents Connecticut
and New England, some of which includes the shoreline, Old Wethersfield and Kent Falls State
Park.

“l hope that travelers leave with a deeper appreciation and curiosity for what New England has
to offer,” said Micaela Levesque. “My goal is to inspire more people to explore Connecticut’s
natural beauty and rich history.”
