Breeze Airways launching five nonstop routes from Bradley International Airport
in May

First two nonstop flights departed today

announce that Breeze Airways is launching five nonstop routes this month. Two of those
seasonal routes started today between Bradley International Airport (BDL) and the following
destinations:

e Myrtle Beach International Airport (MYR)
e Cincinnati/Northern Kentucky International Airport (CVG)

Both flights departed from BDL earlier today. The flights to Myrtle Beach will initially operate
three days a week and then increase to five days a week starting in June. Flights to Cincinnati
will operate three days a week.

Additionally, Breeze will begin BreezeThru service from BDL to the following destinations:

e SanDiego, CA (Launched May 1)*
e Santa Ana, CA (May 29)*

*BreezeThru service includes one stop, but passengers do not have to change planes
